Gabriella gave an entertaining and informative talk about her
book on the Brett Whiteley art fraud entitled Whiteley on Trial 
which was published by MUP last year.

6 President’s report – Robert Moore 
Rob opened his report by acknowledging Gerry Noonan’s 
retirement from the Committee after many years of service to 
the Parkville Association including being President for several 
years – Gerry’s contribution was acknowledged with acclaim. 

Rob then presented an overview of the Association’s activities 
during 2017 including: 
- the focus on community events including the well–

attended dinner at University House in July   to mark
Association’s 50th anniversary and the convivial pre
Christmas dinner held at Naughtons Parkville Hotel;

- another highlight of 2017 was the securing of a grant from
the Public Records Office of Victoria for the preparation of
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an app of the walking tours developed by Norah 
Killip. Tom Agar was instrumental in securing this grant 
and has been working with Norah and technical 
assistants to develop the app to a form where it is 
available for download. Tom then showed examples of 
the content of the app and details on how to access the 
app. Tom and Norah were commended on this work. 

- a new feature of life in Parkville for the next 6 years is the
construction of the Melbourne Metro  Parkvi l le
Station. Rob reported on his membership of a
community reference group convened. The Association
was pleased that its lobbying to have the station named
Parkville was successful rather than the more generic
‘University’.

- since the recent closure  Grattan Street, 20,000 vehicles
per day are now using Gatehouse Street

- The Association’s strong relationship with Council’s
Engineering Department resulted in further traffic  calming
in Park Drive via the new roundabout at Morrah
Street,  parking changes throughout Parkville to balance
resident and visitor demands, Council’s continued support
for Gatehouse Street to remain a local street, and the
conduct of regular traffic surveys which highlight ‘rat
running’ and related speeding on some streets.

- The Association was successful in having some
sympathetic refinements made by Council to the
bluestone paving in several lanes to facilitate usage by
residents on mobility scooters.

- Rob called on Helen Weston to speak to some of the
Association’s activities in relation to planning policy and
permit applications. The Association made submissions
on the Local Heritage Policy Review as well as objections
to several proposals in North Parkville involving
intensification of non-conforming uses on the former
Whitley College site and the proposed encroachment of
non-residential uses into residential-zoned land. The
Association also had early engagement with Trinity
College in relation to its proposed development on the
corner of Royal Parade and Morrah Street.

- Rob concluded his report by noting the positive
interactions during 2017 with local State and Federal
members (Ellen Sandell and Adam Bandt).

6 Treasurer’s report 
David McGregor reported that the balance at the end of the 
year was $14,099.28 plus the term deposit of $25,000. 
Expenditure exceeded income by approximately $2,432 
accounted for, in part, by increased expenditure on events’ 
catering – in particular the 50th anniversary dinner. He noted 
that membership subscriptions only accounted for about 12 per 
cent of income which underpins the need to increase 
membership.
